AN ACT to anend the labor law, in relation to sun safety education f
certain state enpl oyees

Becanme a | aw August 16, 2006, with the approval of the Governor.
Passed by a majority vote, three-fifths being present.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Asse
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The labor |law is amended by adding a new section 218-a
read as follows:

§ 218-a. Sun safety education for state enployees. 1. Any sta
enpl oyee who spends nore than a total of five hours per week outdoo
shall be provided information about (a) the potential dangers
di seases caused by over-exposure of the sun, such as skin cancer, (
the existence of available protections and their proper uses, and (
any other information necessary to afford an enployee his or her be
opportunity to protect thenselves fromthe sun.

2. An enployver of any enployvee subject to subdivision one of th
section shall ensure that any necessary information is given to ea
enpl oyee for his or her use during their enployment, at no cost to t
enpl oyee.

3. The conmi ssioner, in consultation with the comm ssioner of educ
tion, shall determ ne the form and content of the information suppli
to the state enployees who are subject to the provisions of th
section.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it sha
have becone a | aw.
